Subject: Issue of Revised PPOs to existing Pensioners – on implementation of Sixth Pay Commission Report.
Reference: DOP’s MO No. F. No. 38/37/08-P&PW(A) dated 1.9.2008.

We would like to bring to your kind notice that Revised Pension Pay Orders (PPOs) have not been issued by the various Departments to the existing Pensioners – on implementation of Sixth Pay Commission Report – as per Para 11 of DOP’s MO cited above.
Non-issue of Revised PPOs, is causing much hardship to the existing Pensioners – on multiple accounts including the following:
i) Lesser amount of Revised Pension being paid (by the Banks in many cases) –than that due under the DOPs orders cited above – especially in cases where the revised Pension was to be fixed at a higher level than the Fixation Table – in terms of Para 4.2 of the DOPs OM cited above or even as per clarification  which inter-alia provides that  “-- the revised pension, in no case, shall be lower than 50 % of the sum of the minimum of the pay in the pay band plus the grade pay corresponding to the pre-revised pay scale from which the pensioner had retired.” 

Banks have also not given the benefit even as per “clarification” issued vide DOPs orders dated 3.10.2009 in respect of the said Para.
ii) Consequently, the first instalment of 40% of arrears due in 2008, has also been paid at reduced rates.

It is, therefore, requested that early instructions may please be issued to all Ministries / Departments to issue the Revised PPOs to all existing (Pre & Post – 2006 retirees, to mitigate their further hardship.
