(535 days as learned senior counsel contends).  There is

not even the courtesy of setting out the dates how the

files have moved possibly because we have been directing

responsibility to be fixed and costs to be recovered from

such persons who are responsible for the delay.  Thus, we
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are once again faced with a matter so as to obtain a

certificate  of  dismissal  and  such  cases  we  have

categorized  as  “certificate  cases”  brought  before  this

Court only to put a quietus to the matter and not fix the

responsibility on the officers who are responsible for

the situation.  

We dismiss the special leave petition on the ground

of  delay,  but  for  wastage  of  judicial  time,  consider

appropriate  to  burden  the  petitioner  with  costs  of

Rs.15,000/-  to  be  deposited  with  the  Supreme  Court

Advocates-on-Record Welfare Fund with four weeks. Cost be

recovered from the officers responsible for the delay.
